GENERAL CONDITIONS: 
1. Entries must be the personal work of the exhibitor. 
2. Your name and the class you are entering, must be written on the back of your entry and  

these must be delivered to the show o�ce on Friday 24 May 2019 from 9am-4pm. 
3. Entries exhibited in any previous Maleny Show are ineligible. 
4. Exhibit Sizes: Print exhibits must not exceed 18”x 15” (46cm x 38cm) but be a minimum of 5”x 7”  

(13cm x 18cm) 
5. Junior age limit – 17 years and under at time of Show.  

Juniors may enter Open Class however entry fees per class apply. 
 
 
 

6. All prints MUST be on a 350gsm cardboard or thicker, and  
card should form a border. Entries may be pinned to display boards 
through this card. Entries not on card will not be displayed. 

7. Digital entries must be photographed by the exhibitor.  
Images wholly generated within a computer are ineligible.  

8. A Print title only may appear on front of entry. 
9. Entries that do not conform to the conditions above will be  

excluded from judging and display. All entries are displayed at 
the Stewards discretion depending on available display space.
